25037) to verify an Excused
Absence for scheduled exam session, otherwise the absence will be considered unexcused and the student
will receive a zero for their scheduled exam(s). Parental contact is not needed if the student is not scheduled
for an exam (ex, study hall periods, etc.)

Students who are in school on exam days but do not have an exam scheduled for a given session are to report to
the cafeteria for study hall. All study halls will be in the cafeteria.
